Pass the famous Flower Clock, a living symbol
of Swiss watchmaking heritage and creativity.

Beyond its history, Geneva stands as a global hub of diplomacy. Learn how the city became a center for peace, negotiation, and
international cooperation, home to institutions such as the United Nations.
